4. In your own words what has been the ‘U-turn’ in celebrity endorsement of frozen food (paragraph 9)? (2)

5. In paragraph 11, what does Thomas Hobbs believe has contributed to the success of Farmfoods? (2)

6. Summarise the main points the writer offers in the article for the current success of the frozen food industry? (4)
