Question 4. In your own words, what ‘problem’ does the writer highlight in paragraph 6? (2)
Question 5. ‘ But wars and war crimes go on. And photography just seems to be a decoration for our conscience. We don't act because of photographs.’ How effective is this image? (3)
Question 6.  What is the tone of the final paragraph and how does the writer’s use of language achieve this? (3)
